Plan for Determining Progress toward the AA-T/AS-T Degrees
The California Community Colleges (CCC) support collaboration with the California State University (CSU) to provide to the CSU information regarding student progress toward achieving the AA-T/AS-T degree.  The CCC, as addressed in several IOC Meetings, have major staffing and funding issues that impact both the CCCs’ and CSUs’ desire to have technology that readily provides information about a student’s progress toward the degree, and the ability for all community colleges to document that progress with an electronic transcript.

The interest of the CCCs is to support the needs of the CSU within the CCC’s existing business processes for awarding Associate degrees.  This plan addresses the interest of both the CSU and the CCC.
For AA-T/AS-T Students applying for Spring 2012 CCC Graduation and Fall 2012 Transfer to CSU 

· January 15th: CSU Chancellor’s Office will communicate to students in the AA-T/AS-T transfer process by January 15th that the student needs to petition for Spring graduation at their respective CCC no later than February 15th.  

 CSU Chancellor’s Office will identify and provide names of students who have applied under the SB 1440 program to the individual CCC by February 1st.  (If a student applicant is currently attending two or more community colleges, all colleges need to be notified.)
· February 15th: CCC to adjust petition deadlines for Spring graduation dates for students seeking AA-T/AS-T degrees to no later than February 15th.
· March 15th: CCC to complete the evaluation of all Spring AA-T/AS-T degree seeking students by March 15th.

       CCC’s will notify students of their graduation status by March 15th. 
This is a short-term plan or “pilot” that provides a status update for CSU for Fall 2012 SB 1440 student transfer applicants.  An evaluation of this pilot will be conducted by the CCCs and by the CSUs in the spring of 2012. 
The CSU will communicate electronically to each community college a list of its students who have indicated they are pursuing transfer with and AA-T of AS-T degree.
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
